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SECOND: Notwithstaiemding the provisions of this ordinafice, provided that it is not a
detriment to the public safety, tl?je arresting law enforcement agency fnay, because of age, health
or safety of the arrested person-,g release the person pursuant to the firovisions of N.J.S.A. 39:4-
50.22, et seq. or provide an api)ropria,te alternative to protective cfstody. Maplewood and its
law enforcement agency shall rélot be subject to liability if a persa is released from custody

pursuant to this provision.

THIRD: Nothing in this ordinance shall be construed 2

requiring the use of State
Police facilities by Maplewood f50r the purposes of this ordinance.
FOURTH:  All provisions of N.J.S.A. 39:4-50.22 are herefly incorporated into and are

deemed to be a part of this ordinance.

FIFTH:  Severability

If any section, paragrapbi, subparagraph, clause or provisionfof this Ordinance shall be
adjudged invalid, such adjudiécation shall apply only to the sfecific section, paragraph,
subparagraph, clause or provis_iéon so adjudged and the remainderffof the Ordinance shall be
deemed valid and effective. |

and the same are hereby repealeci to the extent of any such inconsisterfcies.
