BOROUGH OF MANASQUAN
ORDINANCE NO. 1820 -2000

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTIONS 21-3 AND 21-55
OF CHAPTER 21 (POLICE DEPARTMENT) TO PROVIDE
THAT THE PUBLIC SAFETY COMMITTEE IS
DESIGNATED AS THE APPROPRIATE AUTHORITY
RELATING TO POLICE FUNCTIONS AND FOR THE
ADOPTION AND PROMULGATION OF RULES AND
REGULATIONS FOR THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
POLICE FORCE AND DISCIPLINE OF ITS MEMBERS IN
THE BOROUGH OF MANASQUAN, MONMOUTH
COUNTY, NEW JERSEY.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Manasquan, in

the County of Monmouth and State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1

Department) of the Code of the Borough of Manasquan is amended as follows:

Section 2.

The Public Safety Committee shall consist of three (3) members of
the Borough Council to be appointed pursuant to Chapter 2 of the
Borough Code, and is designated as the appropriate authority
relating to police functions for the adoption and promuigation of
rules and regulations for the government of the police force and for
the discipline of its members. The Public Safety Committee shall
be responsible for the overall performance of the Police
Department. Upon recommendation of the Public Safety
Committee, the Borough Council shall adopt and promulgate rules
and regulations for the government of the Police Department and
for the discipline of its members.

Code of the Borough of Manasquan is amended as follows:

There is hereby adopted by the Borough Council, upon
recommendation of the Public Safety Committee, for the purposes
of establishing rules and regulations for the operation and
government of the Manasquan Police Department a manual
entitled “Management Police Department Rules and Regulations.”
The aforesaid manual is incorporated by reference in this
ordinance, and three (3) copies of the manual are on file in the
Office of the Municipal Clerk.

The rules and regulations for the operation of the government of
the Manasquan Police Department as contained in the
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Section 21-3 (Public Safety Committee) of Chapter 21 (Police

Section 21-55 (Adopted) of Chapter 21 (Police Department) of the



“Manasquan Police Department Rules and Regulations” may be
changed, altered, supplemented and amended by resolution duly
adopted by the Borough Council upon recommendation of the
Public Safety Committee.

Section 3. If any part or parts of this Ordinance are for any reason held to be
invalid, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this
Ordinance.

Section 4. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances which are inconsistent

herewith are repealed, but only to the extent of such inconsistency. All other parts of

Chapter 21 not inconsistent herewith are ratified and confirmed.

Section 5. This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its final passage

and publication as required by law.
