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ARTICLE XXVI, Pocket Bikes [Added 1-11-2005 by Ord. No. 3284]
§ 192-138. Pocket bikes prohibited in certain areas.

No person shall drive a pocket bike on any public street, road, highway or property in the
Township of Irvington. :

§ 192-139. Violations and penalties.

Any person found violating § 192-138 above shall cause the following to occur: the
pocket bike may be subject to confiscation by the local authorities, and the person subject
to a penalty as set forth in Chapter 1, General Provisions, Article I11, Penalties.

§ 192-140. Definitions.
As used in this section, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

POCKET BIKE -- Any vehicle powered by two-stroke gas engines or electric motors
that can be recharged by plugging them into wall sockets. Furthermore, they can be
scaled-down motorcycle-type vehicles which fail to meet certain safety regulations such
as headlight height from the ground, taillights, brake lights, etc.
